“God so Loved the World,” (John Stainer, 1840-1901) comes from The
Crucifixion: A Meditation on the Sacred Passion of the Holy Redeemer. The text
is John 3:16-17. Among a variety of posifions, Stainer served as organist at



Magdalen College (Oxford) and later at St. Paul’s Cathedral (London). He was
a prolific composer but, with the notable exception of The Crucifixion, his
works are seldom performed today.
